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The exhibit Sacral Space: Modern Finnish
Churches at the Nordic Heritage Museum
(October 7-November 13) presents 12 modern
Finnish churches that demonstrate the
remarkable quality of modern Finnish
architecture. The exhibit includes drawings,
photographs, videos and three-dimensional
drawings. A preview will take place on
October 6 between 6 and 8.30pm. 

It is the minimalist character of the modern
church buildings that makes them unique. The
strength and essence of the architecture lies in
the presence of light and nature. The lack of
ornamentation generates a purity of
atmosphere and its the simplicity of the
design has its origins deep in the past and
national character of Finland. The
construction of most of the churches in the
exhibit was preceded by an architectural

competition.
An exceptional number of churches were

built in Finland in the post-WWII period.
They represent the very best of their time and
they attract huge numbers of architectural and
cultural visitors to Finland. 

In conjunction with the exhibit, the Nordic
Heritage Museum presents a lecture series by
Severi Blomstedt, Director of the Museum of
Finnish Architecture from Helsinki, Phillip
Jacobson, Architect,Prof Emeritus at the
University of Washington, Dept of
Architecture, Raul Cabra, Editor of the book
“New Scandinavian Design” and Peter
Cohan, Assistant Professor at UW Dept of
Architecture.
